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（September 12th, 2016－December 30th, 2016） 
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Additional Notes: 

1. Current students (including undergraduates, postgraduates and international students) are 

expected to enroll on September 11st, 2016. 

2. New students (including undergraduates, postgraduates and international students) are 

expected to enroll on September 8th, 2016. The orientation session is from September 9th to 

September 11th.  

3. The length of the semester is 16 weeks (classes) for all university students commencing on 

September 12th, 2016 and finishing on December 30th, 2016. 

4. The Registrar-scheduled exam session is expected to run from January 3th, 2017 to January 

13th, 2017. Specific exam arrangements are provisional and may be subject to change 

following on from the State Council’s announcement for Public Holidays. 

5. Breaks： 

(1) Mid-autumn Day (Public Holiday)

break runs from September 15th to September 17th (Saturday included.) 

(2) National Day (Public Holiday) 

October 1st is the National Day of China. Therefore, the National Day break will run from 

October 1st to October 7th. Some classes will be rescheduled on October 8th (Saturday) and 

October 9th (Sunday). 

(3) SUFE Sporting Event  

SUFE Sports Meeting is arranged on October 25th. Therefore, classes during the day time of 

October 25th will be cancelled. 

For normally scheduled courses, there is no make-up session for the classes during the break. 

For intensively scheduled courses, make-up sessions will be arranged after the break.
